Consignor Information 

Please email contact@secondtimearoundkids.com to request a consignor number. If you consign in another sale, contact us so that we may be able to keep your same number and reuse items already tagged to sell elsewhere. If you have not consigned in the last two sales, your number may have been dropped and you will be issued a new number when you register. You must e-mail to register even if you already have a consignor number from a previous sale as we are limiting the number of consignors we are taking due to space constraints.

Important Information

We will no longer be accepting drop sided cribs due to the recent recall/banning of them. Please do not bring them to sell. They will be pulled from the sales floor.

Please check the US Consumer Product Safety Commission website (www.cpsc.gov) for the latest updates on recalled items. It is against the law to sell a recalled item.

Saturday will be a 1/2 off sale day. If you wish for any of your items to be sold at 1/2 off on SATURDAY ONLY, please circle the price in red.

Saturday pick up will divided into 2 groups based on the first letter of the last name:
A-L will pick up between 3:30-4:30.
M-Z will pick up between 4:30-5:30.
Any item left after 5:30 pm on Saturday will be donated.

Please be prepared to leave a box/tote with your consignor number clearly marked on the side. These will be used during the sorting process on Saturday. If you consign a large amount, a couple of totes/boxes will need to be left.  Please do not leave lids as they may become lost.

A few reminders: 

Stuffed animals are not accepted at our sale. If they are brought in, we will pull them off the floor. 
 

We now accept junior size clothes.  Please do not bring adult sized clothes as they will be pulled from the sales floor.
 

Please note on your consignor sign up sheet the lowest price you will accept for a big ticket item. If the price written on your tag is the lowest price you will accept, then nothing further is needed. 
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In order to maintain the highest standard of quality at our sale, we must be selective so please pick your very best to bring to Second Time Around Kids and price it reasonably. Keep in mind the quality, name brand, and condition of your items. Please inspect your items carefully. Clothes that are outdated, soiled, stained, faded or with holes will not be accepted. All items will be checked for quality control, before they are put on the rack. Remember, if you would not purchase an item yourself, please do not bring it to sell!
  

Tags from sold items will only be returned if specifically designated on your consignor check in sheet. A flat fee of $5.00 will be deducted from your total sales to cover the postage charge. This is in addition to the $8.00 consignor registration fee. For consignors who do not wish to have their tags returned, please submit a self addressed stamped envelope.

 
1.   The sale will be held Thursday 7:15 p.m. - 8:30 p.m. (presale).  This part of the sale is for consignors and volunteers ONLY.  The public sale opens Friday 9 a.m. – 8 p.m. and Saturday 8:30am – 12pm at McDonough United Methodist, 151 Macon Street, McDonough, GA. The church is located on Hwy. 42 just south of the Square. 

2.    Items must be dropped off for the sale on Thursday between 12pm and 5:30pm.  Doors will close at 6:30pm and all items must be out at that time. No items for the sale will be accepted after this time!  Please be on time!! If you are late, you will be turned away as this interferes with the start of the presale.

3.     A Pre-sale for consignors and volunteers will be held Thursday. All consignors will be given a ticket with their number on it at drop-off. You must have this in order to be admitted to the pre-sale. Only one person may shop at the pre-sale sale unless additional assistance is required for health reasons (and accompanying party must stay with member or consignor while shopping).  These arrangements must be made prior to the presale and preferably at the time of consignor drop off.
              Absolutely NO CHILDREN are allowed at the pre-sale.  No exceptions!

*Consign and receive one (1) ticket. 

*Consign and volunteer one shift and get (1) extra ticket for a friend or family member to shop the pre-sale.

4.  Absolutely no selection of items until everything is set-up and the pre-sale has begun.

5. You must pay for your items at the time of the sale and there are no returns. Please inspect your items carefully prior to purchase!!
                                                      All sales are final!

6.  All items dropped off for the sale should be sorted by size and gender prior to arrival to the gym. We do not have the time or volunteers to sort your items. If your items are not sorted you will be expected to stay and help sort and place your items on the racks. Your items will be checked for quality upon arrival. 

7.  All unsold items will be presorted for pick up and must be removed from the gym by 5:30 on Saturday. Please check out at the front table before leaving with your items.  Items left after 5:30pm will be donated at the discretion of Stacey Clark. No exceptions.

8.  No money or totals will be given the day of the sale. Checks will be mailed within three weeks after the sale.

9.  The Consignor Information Sheet must be filled out completely and dropped off with your items at the presale.

10. IF YOU WISH FOR YOUR TAGS TO BE RETURNED, all items priced at $10.00 and above must be itemized on the consignor information sheet. These items will be checked off on Saturday as you check out as to if they sold or not.  If you do not want your tags returned, there is no need to itemize $10 items!

11. Please remember, the more people that know about the sale, the better your sales will be!!  If you would like to distribute flyers at your work or school, please download them from our website!

 
Tagging and Commission Information:

A commission will be taken on all items sold. The commission schedule is as follows:

25% from consignors who do not work any shifts for the sale

20% from consignors who work 2 shifts

18% from consignors who work 4 shifts

16% from consignors who work 6 (one must be on Friday or Saturday)

14% from consignors who work 8 (one must be on Friday or Saturday)

12% from consignors who work 10 (one must be on Friday or Saturday)

10% from consignors who work 12 (one must be on Friday or Saturday)

One (1) shift is a two hour period.

IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO WORK YOUR SHIFT BECAUSE OF AN EMERGENCY, YOU MUST CALL 770-312-8962 or 770-312-1086.

1. An administrative fee of $8 will be deducted from the total sale amount.


2. A minimum of .50 cents must be charged for each item. If an item is not worth .50 cents, group it with similar items that make the combined value at least .50 cents. All prices should be done in increments of .25 cents.

3. Make sure all items are presentable. If an item does not look good it will not sell. We would like to be known for quality merchandise at our sales. 

4. Shoes and socks will be accepted following the "looks good" rule. Make sure shoes are securely fastened as a pair and marked with the necessary information.

5. All clothing must be on hangers. T-shirts and onesies can be bagged in Ziploc-style bags and priced on the outside. With the garment facing you, the open side of the hanger hook should face left, like a “?”. 

6. Before photocopying your tags, write your seller # on top of the tag. Each sheet has 9 individual labels. The entire tag will be pulled off of the item when it is purchased. Please consider using any colored paper (except red) or a patterned paper instead of white. White makes sorting tags VERY difficult. Please remember: this is how you get paid!!  If you must use white tags, please consider highlighting your consignor number, using a symbol or sticker on the tag, or writing your price in a colored marker or ink….anything to make YOUR tag stand out. It is very difficult to sort thousands of white tags that all have black ball point pen writing.  Thus, errors can occur and your payout can be delayed.  Try to avoid using more than one color of paper.  Use the description area to write a brief description, including whether the item is 2-piece or more. Use ONLY safety pins to pin labels to all clothing items on the top of the garment. Garments with tags pinned on with straight pins will be removed from the sales floor. We suggest you use tape for tagging non-clothing items. Tape ONLY the top portion of the tag onto the item. This is helpful when removing tags at checkout. DO NOT TAPE ALL FOUR SIDE OF THE TAG!!!!! 

7.  Only Spring and Summer clothes will be accepted for the Spring sale and Fall and Winter clothes for the Fall sale.  Out of season garments will be pulled.  ONE EXCEPTION IS FOR SCHOOL UNIFORMS….EITHER SEASON….EITHER SALE!

8.  If an item has a tag, but no price, the item will be sold for $1.00.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
